on a set of events, mysteries, of the life of Jesus.

Choose any set of mysteries. Those who pray
the Rosary daily may follow the pattern
outlined.

. Announce the first mystery then say the Our

Father on the next bead, before the medallion.
Skip over the medallion to the first set of 10
beads.

While saying 10 Hail Mary prayers, one on each
bead, meditate on the first mystery.
